In Search of the Source by Neil Anderson with Hyatt Moore. God's Word has the power to wrench human lives from darkness and flood hearts with light, understanding and peace. This book tells the story of Neil and Carol Anderson's life with the Folopa people of Papua New Guinea. Together, they explored the Source of all that is to discover God's footprints in their lives, footprints that had always been there even when they didn't recognize them. "For in Him we live and move and have our being" (Acts 17:28, NIV). 

Slices Of Life From The Plate Of A Bible Translator by Aretta Loving. Sample hors d'oeuvres from Aretta's life in Papua New Guinea. For those of you who like good stories, you won't be disappointed with the delicious and sometimes, not-so-delicious experiences she writes about in her book. This is a book of stories from a master storyteller, divided into 30 chapters--one story a day for a month.

African Traditional Religion And Christian Counselling by Karl Grebe (Wycliffe Canada member in Cameroon) and Wilfred Fon. Dan and Teresa Heath, working in Cameroon, recommend this book for people who are interested in reading about the spiritual mindset of Africans. Touch The World Through Prayer by Wesley L. Duewel

Dr. Duewel, a veteran missionary with 25 years of experience in India, shares the prayer principles he has learned and also many dramatic experiences of answered prayer. You will be convinced that the greatest power available to a child of God is prayer. This highly recommended book is available through your local Christian bookstore.

Sent To The River God Forgot by Jim and Janice Walton. "When Jim and Janice Walton felt God's call to move their family to the jungle of Colombia, they thought they were going to a forsaken land. Instead, they discovered the footprints of God on those jungle trails."  You won't want to miss reading this book. One day you will meet Muinane 

believers in heaven because God's Word was translated into their language and the Waltons lived Jesus' life before them in the process. 

Wycliffe In The Making by Hugh Steven. William Cameron Townsend had the courage, faith and imagination to turn his God-given vision into reality from the abstract. As he wrote in a 1921 report, "The task of getting the gospel in an adequate way to every ethnic person is tremendous. There is but one solution. I'm sure that it isn't man, money, surveys, nor talk. They all have their place, but if the basis of it all isn't fervent, believing prayer, they are all in vain. And prayer should not only be the basis, but it should permeate and vitalize the whole work. I long for the people at home, the believers here, the [national] workers and missionaries to be more faithful in wielding this great power that God has given them." Are you challenged? Read the rest of the story in Hugh Steven's book, Wycliffe in the Making, the Memoirs of W. Cameron Townsend. 

Friend Raising by Betty Barnett. This book is for all those who are involved in missions, either by praying and giving, or by going. Don't leave home without it! (Published by YWAM, available from Christian bookstores.)

Serving As Senders by Neal Pirolo. God calls some of us to be "sent-ones" and the rest of us to stay at home and be senders. Those who go and those who serve as senders are equally significant and are two halves on the same missions outreach team. If you want to know how you can get involved in the Great Commission as a sender, then Serving as Senders is a must for you to read.

The Power of the Word, compiled and edited by Luci Tumas and Patrick Wilson, is a little book of 61 pages that packs a powerful punch. It is full of true short stories that illustrate the power of God's Word in people's lives. 

Poking Holes in the Darkness is an autobiography by Wycliffe missionary Jaki Parlier who, with her husband Jim, went to live with the Managalasi people of Papua New Guinea. Was it easy? No! Was it worth it? Yes! Be prepared to find a reflection of yourself among the pages of this book. 

Do You Know What You Are Doing, Lord? by Carol Lee Anderson, is an honest, down-to-earth, intriguing and sometimes humorous account of her missionary life. It may be your story, too, because you are probably asking the same questions about your life, wherever you live. 

Operation World, 21st Century Edition by Patrick Johnstone and Jason Mandryk is the definitive prayer guide to the nations, peoples and cities of the world. Filled with a wealth of information, this book is a fabulous resource for discovering the world from the comfort of your armchair. It will enlighten you about where particular nations of the world are located with up-to-date maps, and guide you as you pray for specific areas of the world through comprehensive, wide-ranging and up-to-date prayer information. Keep a copy next to your TV remote to refer to during the 6 o'clock news. Keep another copy with your Bible to use during your prayer time. Do you want to impact current world events through prayer? Then this book is for you!

Interested in what life is like from an M.K.’s point of view? Ron Snell's Rani Adventures Series—It’s  a Jungle Out There, Life is a Jungle, and Jungle Calls—will have you roaring with laughter one moment, and wiping your eyes the next. Ron's stories, where fact is stranger than fiction, are about "a really crazy family that loved adventure, loved God and loved the Machiguenga [Indians of Peru]."

Don't Pig Out on Junk Food by Alma Daugherty Gordon offers practical advice and insight about issues that MKs face, especially when they return to their passport countries. Though this book is written primarily with MKs and their parents in mind, it is a valuable resource for anyone who wishes to understand MKs and who is serious about praying for them and their issues. Do you care about MKs? Then this book is for you.
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The Believer's Secret of Waiting on God by The Andrew Murray Devotional Library - Murray's classic Waiting on God edited and updated for today's reader. This book contains 31 devotional readings centred around the Scriptural theme of Psalm 62:5. As Murray writes, the deepest truth concerning God and our relationship to Him centre on waiting on God. In order to know God, we need to yield to Him, to wait on Him. It is then God is able, by the Holy Spirit, to accomplish His purposes in and through us. Are you going to give God time today?

To A Different Drum by Dr. Pauline G. Hamilton

This real-life story is about Pauline Hamilton, a missionary to China and Taiwan, and her dynamic and personal relationship with God. Be prepared to be challenged by the amazing "consequences" of prayer in Pauline's life. He is the same faithful God who has saved and called you, who gives meaning to your life and who wants you to obey Him as you meet with Him in the midst of your day-to-day life. Are you ready for an adventure with God?

The Prayer of Jabez by Bruce Wilkinson

Bruce writes about how this powerful prayer of blessing can revolutionize your life and expand God's Kingdom when prayed by a loyal heart that is thirsty for more of God. His story illustrates that praying Scripture can be life-changing. Would you like to bless others? Would you like more people to come to a saving knowledge of Christ? Would you like to be used by God? Would you like to know God more and experience His hand on your life in greater measure? If yes, then this book is for you!
