In partnership with Frontier Lodge, near Nordegg, Alberta, we are hosting this 

event on the weekends of February 10-12, 2012 and February 17-19, 2012.

for publication and dedication, and 

 Assist AIDIA (Asociación Interdenominacional para el Desarrollo Integral de Apurímac), a local organization 

led by Quechua pastors and church leaders, as they promote not only translation of the Scriptures but also 

literacy. 

 

During the two-day challenge, teams of four compete against each other in adventure sports and in simulated 

challenges of missionary life. Racers also engage in basic linguistics training and encounter a remote, ‘hidden 

village.’ Here, with no bridge language, they grapple with the challenges of culture and language while gathering and 

analyzing crucial linguistic data from mother tongue speakers. 

 

With support from businesses like yours, we can ensure that participants have an exciting, educational adventure 

weekend that has an eternal impact. A portion of the funds raised through corporate sponsorships will be used to 

provide bursaries for young people to help grow their passion for serving in mission careers—either through 

volunteer Wycliffe vision work trips and/or further linguistics and mission training.
