Day 4
From Lesson 3: Living in Senegal
e Scripture Study
e Clothing and/or Table Manners
Note: Consider ending with the Scripture study portion.

Day 5

Review what children have learned over the week by tossing the globe to various
volunteers and asking them to state a fact about Senegal.

Use the Mankanya alphabet page and activity from Lesson 2 to remind the children what
their offerings will help to provide for children in Senegal.
