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Hold the globe up for the students to see. Ask for a volunteer to 
come find your current location on the globe (i.e. Orlando, 
Portland, etc.—younger children may identify the Un ited States) 
After that, ask, 
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Invite a volunteer to locate the continent of Afric a on the globe, 
and say, 
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Point to Senegal on the globe so that the students can see its 
location. You may want to help them see its positio n in 
comparison to where you are. Say, 
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Have the students do the same and wiggle their left  elbow to 
indicate Senegal. 
 
Toss the globe to one student at a time. Coach them  in how to 
put one finger on home and one finger on Senegal, t hen gently 
toss it back to you. Ideally, each student will do this. 
Occasionally, time or attention spans will not perm it everyone to 
participate. Use your best judgment. Each time a st udent 
returns the globe to you, give one of the following  facts about 
Senegal: 
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Show photos #1 and #2 of a barren tree and locusts.  
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Questions to ask: 
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Allow several children to guess before giving the c orrect an-
swer. 
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(Note: This is a sample goal. Select a goal that is  reasonable, by 
faith, for your situation. On page 2 of this lesson  is a Senegal  
Literacy Project flyer that can be sent home to inf orm  
parents.) 
 
Continue, 
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Allow volunteers to suggest ideas, with you as a mo derator.  
Children may suggest some of these ideas: read-a-th on, book 
sale, garage or bake sales, lemonade stands, make a nd sell  
scarves, etc. 
 
If you have decided to include “ Cents to Send” (with bank cube 
craft project), for a fun way to collect change, in troduce it here. 
This lesson allows children to collect coins over a  period of time. 
Either you can set a date to collect the banks and write one  
cheque, or families can send in their own cheques w ith the folded 
up bank, since it has the exact project code on it so their funds 
will go to the right project!
