Hold up globe and ask for a volunteer to find Seneg  al on the
globe. Ask,
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Allow students a moment to shake hands appropriatel y, boy-to-
boy and girl-to-girl. Then continue:
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Display the entire dialogue. Have a student come up and go $

through the whole greeting with you in English. Bec ause the
greeting is so long, have the students learn only t he first
phrase, “Asalaa-maalekum!” [ah-SAH-lah maah-LAY-kuhm]*

and response, “Malekum-salaam! ” [mah-LAY-kuhm sah-LAHM]*
in Wolof. Notice that each of those contains a form of “salaam”
which is the Arabic version of “shalom” (also meani ng ‘peace’).

Remind the students that most people in Senegal are from a
religion that is different from Christianity. Nearl y all Wolof
people follow this religion — because of this, the “god” that they
are referring to is not our Lord.
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To demonstrate how English tones communicate emotio n, say
“Mom” using several different tones — scared, whine y, angry,
questioning, etc. and have the students guess what “Mom” might
expect from what she heard.
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If you have a drum, use it to demonstrate as you ex  plain the
tone changes. If you do not have a drum, explainth  at it works
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something like a rubber band. Then invite a volunte  er to hold

a rubber band at different tensions while you plunk it. Go on
to explain:
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Have each student try it out with the drum. It work s well to have
the children sit in a circle and pass it around. It may be
necessary to give each one a ten second time limit. Ring a bell or
verbally let them know to pass it at the end of the ir ten seconds.
If you don’t have a drum, let the children work in pairs with a
rubber band the way you demonstrated. Then listent o the
sample of tama (talking drum) music you downloaded.

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Read the passage. Then ask,
